Step 1: Visit the Mini-site internet address: 

www.annual2010.aerosocietyevents.com 

 

Step 2: Enter your personal Username and 

Password. These have been sent via email.  

Remember to keep your login details secure. 

 

Step 3: Take a look around the site. Try posting a 

comment on one of the SANDBOX pages, these 

are specifically for learning how the site works. 

Remember, other users of the site can see what 

you’ve written, but NOT the public. 

 

Step 4: Use the site. Review the presentations at 

your leisure; discuss the sessions with other 

delegates; leave comments about the event.
